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Seven Features of Effective Practice
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Communication and Language
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Listening, Attention and Understanding  
· Listen attentively and respond to what they hear with relevant questions, comments and actions when being read to and during whole class discussions and small group interactions
· Make comments about what they have heard and ask questions to clarify their understanding
· Hold conversation when engaged in back-and-forth exchanges with their teacher and peers.
· Understand humour more readily e.g., nonsense rhymes/jokes
Circle times, carpet sessions, English lessons, worship. Conversation in investigation station/home corner.

Speaking  

· Participate in small group, class and one-to-one discussions, offering their own ideas, using recently introduced vocabulary.
· Offer explanations for why things might happen, making use of recently introduced vocabulary from stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems when appropriate.
Express their ideas and feelings about their experiences using full sentences, including use of past, present and future tenses and making use of conjunctions, with modelling and support from their teacher.
The Sea saw- new vocabulary linked to Understanding the World. Recap and make links to the rock pool experience. Discussions around past and present toys and bears, predictions in the story, story vocabulary- ‘The Sea Saw’. Make links to previous texts. 

Continue Sunshine club with target group. Have target group for Talk boost ready to start in Year 1.  


	
	Personal, Social and Emotional Development
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	Self-Regulation 
· Show an understanding of their own feelings and those of others and begin to regulate their behaviour accordingly.
· Set and work towards simple goals, being able to wait for what they want and control their immediate impulses when appropriate
· Give focused attention to what the teacher says, responding appropriately even when engaged in activity, and show an ability to follow instructions involving several ideas or actions.
Use zones of regulation. Social stories. Refer back to ‘Going for Goals’ Jigsaw piece. Link to ‘Relationships’ jigsaw piece. Social skills interventions with those struggling to express their emotions and think about others. Link emotions to story, feelings of loss, loneliness, fear of change- The Sea Saw.   Link to relationships- feelings of anger and how to calm. Sensory breaks for those requiring them. 


Managing Self  
· Be confident to try new activities and show independence, resilience and perseverance in the face of challenge 
· Explain the reasons for rules, know right from wrong and try to behave accordingly
· Manage their own basic hygiene and personal needs, including dressing, going to the toilet and understanding the importance of healthy food choices.
Recap Growth Mindset work- use learning pit in sessions. Refer to jigsaw charter and class charter. Link to traffic lights. Set children with the responsibility of an area in class to look after.  Tidy teams. Home activity- dress yourself and choose your clothes on the weekend. 

Building Relationships  
· Work and play cooperatively and take turns with others.
· Form positive attachments to adults and friendships with peers 
· Show sensitivity to their own and to others’ needs.
· Continue to see self as a valuable individual
Feeling cross or angry, Regulating emotions. Continue with play buddies. Discuss talents – think about what we have achieved over the year. Encourage talent show in ‘Show and Tell’ time. Celebrate home/school achievements. Transition to year one, change and new starts. Tapestry.

	Gross Motor Skills  

· Negotiate space and obstacles safely, with consideration for themselves and others
· Demonstrate strength, balance and coordination when playing 
· Move energetically, such as running, jumping, dancing, hopping, skipping and climbing.
Use play equipment, balance board, snakes, and stilts. Rotate equipment. Recap ball skills and balance. Bring gym shapes into provision.

Fine Motor Skills  

· Hold a pencil effectively in preparation for fluent writing – using the tripod grip in almost all cases
· Use a range of small tools, including scissors, paint brushes and cutlery
· Begin to show accuracy and care when drawing.
Continue with handwriting pencils for those struggling. Handwriting intervention to continue. Handwriting focus in phonics sessions. More detailed, observational drawing opportunities. (Flowers, seaside scenes , shells etc) Fine motor challenges using scissors. Scissor hold support.

To read simple phrases and sentences, made up of words with the known letter sounds correspondences and, where necessary, a few exception words. 
· Continue to develop P1 phonological awareness – phase 3 gaps with SEND children and LA children

	Numerical Pattern / Number  

· Have a deep understanding of numbers to 10, including the composition of each number 
· Automatic recall of some facts. 
· Subitise (recognise quantities without counting) up to 5 
· Automatically recall (without reference to rhymes, counting or other aids) number bonds up to 5 (including subtraction facts) and some number bonds to 10, including double facts. (Use early number bonds to look within 20) Use different resources to make number bonds to 10. 
· Verbally count beyond 20, recognising the pattern of the counting system Continue to build numbers to 20. 
· Compare quantities up to 10 in different contexts, recognising when one quantity is greater than, less than or the same as the other quantity Compare numbers within 20. 
· Explore and represent patterns within numbers up to 10, including evens and odds, double facts and how quantities can be distributed equally. 
· White rose recap- doubles, halving, sharing, groups. Look at pattern of halving and doubling. 
· Addition, subtraction- using different methods. One more/less recap. 

 
Shape, Space & Measure 

· Select, rotate and manipulate shapes in order to develop spatial reasoning skills Focus on and 3D shapes. Make new shapes. 
· Compose and decompose shapes within practical activities 2D and 3D shape models
· Continue, copy and create more complex repeating patterns. Use a variety of resources. 
· Compare length, height, weight and capacity Measure using non-standard and standard measures
· Measure and compare short periods of time stopwatch, sand timers, counting, clock work.

	Understanding the World
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	Past and Present  

· Talk about the lives of the people around them and their roles in society
Occupations and jobs around the world- Aspirational week, parents coming in to talk about their aspirations as children and their work now. 
· Know some similarities and differences between things in the past and now, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class- look at toys and teddy bears in particular. Have old teddies as artefacts. Get parents involved in clips and with visits. Old and new, past and present. 
· Understand the past through settings, characters and events encountered in books read in class and storytelling.
Investigate ‘old’ objects- how do we know they are old? Look at artefacts. Compare. Bears. Toys. Learn about Steiner, the teddy bear inventor. 


· People, Culture & Communities 

· Describe their immediate environment using knowledge from observation, discussion, stories, non-fiction texts and maps
Draw maps for the teddy bear picnic- look at local landmarks in newton le willows, around school. Map of the of the school field. Look at Germany on the map and link to Steiner, teddy bears. Recap UK. 
· Know some similarities and differences between different religious and cultural communities in this country, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class.
Different festivals and celebrations. Places of worship. 
· Explain some similarities and differences between life in this country and life in other countries, drawing on knowledge from stories, non-fiction texts and – when appropriate – maps. Holidays- How will I travel? Look at UK and holiday destinations. 
· See above. Recap Africa work and different climates. Talk about hot and cold countries. 
Think about school and moving onto year 1. What is school like in other countries around the world? Compare. Develop prayer area in class with Windows, Mirrors and Doors. Discuss spirituality.  

Understanding Christianity- What is Prayer?


Natural World 

· Explore the natural world around them, making observations and drawing pictures of animals and plants.
Plant other seeds- recap parts of a plant. Free the frogs in pond- habitats. 
· Know some similarities and differences between the natural world around them and contrasting environments, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class.
Visit the field. Observations of nature. Minibeast hunt, look at habitats. Observe frogs and change before letting them go. Recap amphibians. 
· Understand some important processes and changes in the natural world around them, including the seasons and changing states of matter. 
· Spring turning to Summer- seasons. Tree life cycles and seasonal changes. 
· Map of the UK- Where is the seaside? Where have you been?
· Recap-Oceans, rivers and lakes- what is the difference? 
· Trip to the BEACH- What are the features of the beach? What will you find? Recap land and sea/coast.

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	Creating with Materials

Characteristics of Effective Learning- Role of the Adult

	Playing and Exploring - engagement

Talking aloud helps pupils to think and control what they do. Model self-talk, describing your actions in play. 
Model the creative process, showing your thinking about some of the many possible ways forward. 
Model the plan-do-review process yourself. 
Encourage engagement of all children. Inspire interest in themes and stories. 


	Active Learning - motivation

Always respect pupils’ efforts and ideas, so they feel safe to take a risk with a new idea.
Give feedback and help pupils to review their own progress and learning. Talk with pupils about what they are doing, how they plan to do it, what worked well and what they would change next time. 
Support pupils’ interests over time, reminding them of previous approaches and encouraging them to make connections between their experiences.

	Creating and Thinking Critically – thinking

Use the language of thinking and learning: think, know, remember, forget, idea, makes sense, plan, learn, find out, confused, figure out, trying to do. 
Model being a thinker, showing that you don’t always know, are curious and sometimes puzzled, and can think and find out. 
Encourage open-ended thinking by not settling on the first ideas: What else is possible? 
Value questions, talk, and many possible responses, without rushing toward answers too quickly. 
Sustained shared thinking helps pupils to explore ideas and make links. Follow pupils’ lead in conversation and think about things together. 
Encourage pupils to describe problems they encounter, and to suggest ways to solve the problem. 
Show and talk about strategies – how to do things – including problem-solving, thinking and learning.
