Dear Parents,

Children will begin the half term working with money in our Maths lessons where they will be able to identify coins and their values.  We will be focusing on adding different coins together and making the same amount in 2 different ways.  Children will then develop their Multiplication and Division skills and become more confident with word problems.  
We will be starting our new Dimensions topic of Land Ahoy where we will be carrying out a range of interactive activities and fun lessons.  This topic is based on Geography and Science and will take the children on a journey around the continents and oceans whilst exploring speed and sound at the same time.
