	Main Curriculum Focus
Our English will focus on poetry and instructions on how to play the Maya ball game Pok-a-Tok.
In History, we will learn about the Maya Civilisation: where and when they lived, their culture, beliefs and way of life and will look at what they have given us today as a society. We will also complete a line of enquiry comparing what was happening in Maya times with what was happening in Britain. We will also have a Maya day, where an ancient Maya warrior visits us to bring the culture to life, with games, stories, drama and an opportunity to examine and handle Maya artifacts, becoming archeologists lokking for clues to work out what the objects are.
In Geography, we will learn all about the countries in Central America making links with the Maya Civilization, including its landscape. 
In Art and Design, we will be creating maps using typography thinking about how archaeologists today are finding links between ancient Maya temples like Chichen Itza and astronomy.
