	Areas of the curriculum to be taught separately

Phonics and Reading daily phonics and guided reading sessions in differentiated English groups.
Spelling and handwriting We will be learning to read and spell Year 1 common exception words: I, the, to, we, he, she, me, be, do, go, no, so, you, was. We will be learning to name the letters of the alphabet in order and begin to match lower case and capital letters. We will be checking the children can hold a pencil comfortably and correctly and are beginning to form lower-case letters in the correct direction starting and finishing in the right place.
Maths: As part of our transition from Reception we will be continuing to build on our understanding of numbers to 20. We will be learning to count forwards and backwards from any given number, read and write numbers, identify and represent numbers using objects and pictorial representations and use the language of: equal to, more than, less than (fewer), most and least. We will also be learning to represent and use number bonds and related subtraction facts within 10. 

RE: We will begin to understand what Christians believe about God and about Jesus as the son of God. We will look at stories from the Bible.
Music: We will be using our voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes. We will be learning about pulse, how to find it and how to move our body in time to the beat. 
PE: We will explore basic gymnastic actions and still shapes. In games we will develop fundamental skills of balancing, sharing space, travelling, jumping and dodging. 
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	Main Curriculum Focus

Science: We will be learning to identify, name, draw and label the basic parts of the human body and say which part of the body is associated with each sense. We will be using observations and ideas to suggest answers to questions in our sensory science experiments. We will also observe changes from Summer to Autumn. 
Geography: We will be using geographical vocabulary and aerial photographs to refer to human and physical features of our local area. We will be learning to use maps to identify the United Kingdom and its countries. We will identify seasonal and daily weather patterns in autumn, linking with our Science work on the four seasons.
Art: We will explore a variety of drawing materials through mark making and begin our sketchbook journey. 
Computing: We will learn how to login and navigate around a computer, developing mouse skills, learning how to drag, drop, click and control a cursor.
DT: We will learn to distinguish between fruit and vegetables and where they grow. We will design a fruit and vegetable smoothie and accompanying packaging.

Reading-little and often. Daily reading for a short time is more beneficial than one or two longer sessions.
Spelling/writing- Practise spelling Y1 common exception words: I, the, to, we, he, she, me, you, was. Continue to practise forming lower-case letters correctly. Begin to know the names, as well as the sounds, of the letters of the alphabet.
Maths- Counting in ones, from any given number, and begin to count in twos, fives and tens. To begin to write numbers to ten, in words. To ensure that numbers are formed correctly. Ensure that you access the weekly maths home learning task each Friday, which is found via the ‘Home Learning’ tab, on the Year 1 page of the school website.
