	Main Curriculum Focus
Our topic for the half term is science based. As scientists we will be able to describe the movement of the Earth and other planets relative to the sun in the solar system, describe the movement of the moon relative to the Earth, describe the sun, Earth and moon as approximately spherical bodies and use the idea of the Earth’s rotation to explain day and night and the apparent movement of the sun across the sky. We will learn about the forces of gravity and air resistance, using our investigative skills to explore their effects.  We will learn about the part our own planet plays in the delicate balance of the solar system, and will consider how life may change with more or less gravity.  We will design cars, exploring efficient methods of propulsion to power their car and all the different elements the car will need to act against the forces applied e.g. upthrust and air resistance.  
As geographers we will learn about the equator, hemispheres, tropics and lines of longitude and latitude and their significance. We will then explore the geography of space to find out more about our place in the galaxy. We will also look at the different time zones around the world.
Within English, we will be creating a non-fiction transmission report from Mars.
