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	Main Curriculum Focus
As geographers we will learn about the area of Formby and its location in the world, both as a community and as a nationally recognised wildlife sanctuary.  We will use fieldwork skills including mapping software to identify land use and changes over time and observe physical features of both Formby and York. We will explore our own immediate environment at St Luke’s before moving on to Formby Point where we will learn about the habitat, creatures and plant life found there.  We will learn about why it is important to protect areas such as this, thinking about sustainability and our own role in conservation and preservation, protecting the woodland and the animals that live there. As historians we will learn about the local history of Formby – using primary and secondary evidence: a visit to church to look at graves and christening/wedding books, a walk around the locality looking at trends in building materials and how this allows us to date buildings, the development of the railway, old maps of Formby dating back to the 1900’s and old photographs. We will consolidate our knowledge of the Vikings by looking at how they were the first to settle in Formby and York, learning about their culture and lives.
