Y6 residential – what to pack
Clothing
This is an indoor and outdoor adventure residential, so the children will require clothing that can be worn for activities such as orienteering. Please do not send them with any expensive items as they may get damaged.
Where appropriate, please ensure that all clothing items brought are clearly labelled with your child’s name.
For throughout the trip, children will require:
· Socks and underwear.
· A warm jacket (for evening activities such as when having a campfire).
· A waterproof jacket (a cagoule would be ideal).
· Waterproof trousers (if you have them).
· A large plastic bag for dirty clothing.
· Gloves, hat and scarf (if desired).
· Sunglasses (if desired).
· Yellow cap and new St. Luke’s hoodie (these will be waiting for you at school on our departure day).
· Four thin tops, e.g. t-shirts, shirts, blouses (at least one of these must have long-sleeves).
· Two thick tops, e.g. a hoodie and a sweatshirt (one could be your new St. Luke’s hoodie).
· Three or four pairs of bottoms, e.g. tracksuit bottoms, leggings, etc. No jeans for the adventure activities please.
· Night clothes, e.g. pyjamas, shorts and t-shirt, etc.
· One pair of trainers that will be kept clean (please travel in these).
· One pair of trainers/outdoor shoes that will be worn for the activities (these will get dirty).
· One pair of trainers/outdoor shoes/wet shoes that will be worn for when your child’s group goes canoeing. These could possibly get wet. No wellies or sandals will be allowed to be worn for this activity.
· Clothing, e.g. shorts and a t-shirt for when your child’s group goes raft building. These could possibly get wet. After this activity, the children will return to the accommodation to shower and change and a ‘dry room’ is available for their clothing, if required.
Other
Where appropriate, please ensure that all other items brought are clearly labelled with your child’s name.
· A toiletry bag containing: toothbrush, toothpaste, soap, etc. No aerosols please.
· A small backpack to be carried onto the coach (for a book, water bottle, etc).
· An appropriately sized bag for the coach hold (for clothes, toiletries, etc).
· Water bottle.
· Sun cream.
· Waterproof sandals or flip flops for when visiting the shower (if desired).
· Books, playing cards or other quiet activities (if desired).
· A familiar item from home such as a small teddy bear (if desired).
· A reasonable bag of sweets, e.g. a 160g bag of Maoam (if desired). No nuts please / packed in their coach hold bag.
· A disposable camera (if desired).
· Towels.
· N.B. We will be taking a selection of female sanitary products with us, however, you may wish for your child to bring their own, if required.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Bedding (e.g, A Pillow, Blanket , Groundsheet) to make beds comfortable; Sleeping bags are a good alternative.  
A packed lunch
A healthy packed lunch will be required for Sunday 21st  June. Please pack this in a plastic bag, which has been clearly labelled with your child’s name. Please put this into the small backpack that they will take onto the coach with them.
Things that you can’t bring
· A mobile phone.
· Any expensive or cherished items, e.g. a tablet computer, clothing, jewellery, etc.
· Money.
