Year 6 Curriculum Overview – Autumn Term 2025
Dear Parents and Carers,
Firstly, we would like to give you all a very warm welcome to the Autumn term of Year 6! We are very much looking forward to working with you all as the term progresses, so please do not hesitate to come and see us if you have any news, worries or concerns. It has been just lovely welcoming a new Year Six class and we can’t wait for the year ahead! The children have already made a wonderful start and we have been very proud of them – especially their enthusiasm for Prefect roles! This year Mrs. Bullen will teach the class from Monday to Thursday, while Mrs. Fitzpatrick will take charge on Fridays. With SATs taking place in May and then preparing for high school, this will inevitably be a very busy year, so working together will be the key to ensuring our children feel supported and confident. We are always here to listen and support.
As always, this will be a very busy term but we will endeavour to keep you informed of any news or developments. To get you started, the first dates for your diary should include:

We are very much looking forward to communicating with everybody at our Parents’ Evening sessions, although we are always available to speak to parents in the meantime.

During the Autumn term, your child will study the following curriculum areas:

Religious Education
· Creation and Covenant
· Prophecy and Promise
English (includes ongoing focus on Spelling, Punctuation & Grammar and Reading Skills)
We will begin with some descriptive writing tasks and skills work based upon the theme of ‘Survivors’ using a book of the same name by David Long and Kerry Hyndman.

Work for the first half term will be based upon the book A Story Like the Wind by Gill Lewis. Children will follow the four steps of immerse/analyse/plan/write to produce two long writing outcomes:

· Flashback narrative

· Newspaper report

During the second half term, some of our English work will be linked to our History topic of how wars have changed through time and affected the Britain we live in today. We will use a short animation called ‘Beyond The Lines’ to guide our study of war poetry, descriptive writing and narrative recounts.

We will then base our English work on the book The Ways of the Wolf by Smriti Halls, which will inspire us to write documentary narratives.
