Religious Education

Number: Place Value within 20.
· Count, read, write numbers in numerals and words up to 20. 

· Understand the value of numbers from 10-20.
· Find one more and one less than a given number.
· Use and understand a number line to 20.
· Compare and order numbers up to 20.

Number: Addition and Subtraction within 20
· Recall number bonds and related subtraction facts to 20.
· Add and subtract one-digit numbers within 20.

· Solve one step problems involving addition and subtraction.
· Explore and recognise doubles.
Measurement: 
· Weight and Volume – compare capacity and measure using non-standard units.
· Money – recognise coins and notes and begin to add amounts of money.
· Time – learn days of the week, months of the year, and tell the time o’clock and half past.
English

· This term we will be looking at the books ‘Hermelin’ and ‘Where the Wild Things Are’. We will be writing narratives, letters, recounts along with writing to inform.
· Grammar (word) – We will be looking at plural noun suffixes -s, -es, suffixes added to a verb -ing, -ed, -er and how prefix un changes the meaning of verbs and adjectives.
· Grammar (sentence) – Combining words to make a sentence and joining words and clauses using and, because, so, but.
· Grammar (text) – Sequencing sentences to form short narratives.

· Grammar (punctuation) – Separation of words with spaces, capital letters, full stops, question marks, exclamation marks and capital letter for names and personal pronoun -I.
