SPECIAL EDUCATION NEEDS AND DISABILITY (SEND) POLICY

2025 - 2026
AIM:
At Great Moor Junior School, we aim to develop all pupils, regardless of their age, gender, race or ability, as enthusiastic, confident and skilful learners. 
Objectives

· To deliver high quality provision to meet the needs to children and young people with SEND and to ensure that the curriculum is accessible to all pupils in line with the School’s Teaching and Learning Policy.

· To use a continuous cycle of assess, do, plan, review working within the guidance provided in the SEND Code of practice 2015.
· To work in co-production with a range of professionals from education, health and social care services and draw upon their advice, implementing the necessary support to enable children with SEND to thrive in our setting.

· To maintain a consistent approach by ensuring that all staff are aware of a child’s specific needs and the graduated response offered at our school.
· To develop and maintain partnership and high levels of engagement with parents.
The Management of SEND
· SEND provision will be co-ordinated by the SEND Co-ordinators (Miss M Gibson and Miss K Appleby) who support teachers and teaching assistants in identifying, planning, implementing and reviewing provision for children with SEND. 
· The SENDCO works in conjunction with the SMT and liaises with the SEND governor. (Mrs E Barlow)
· SEND paperwork (EHCPs, Support plans, reports, etc.) are stored centrally and where necessary added to Provision Map and maintained by the SENDCO.

· The SENDCO coordinate the specific provision made to support individual children with SEND, including those who have EHC plans, though class teachers are responsible for implementing this.

· The SENDCO advises on a graduated approach to providing SEND support.

· The SENCO liaises with the parents of pupils with SEND, early years’ providers, other schools, educational psychologists and health and social care professionals when necessary.

· The SENDCO provides professional guidance to colleagues and work closely with staff members, parents, carers, and other agencies

Admission Arrangements

The usual admission arrangements apply to all pupils as laid down in the LA Policy.  The majority of children transfer from Great Moor Infants School at the beginning of Year 3.  Pupils move onto Secondary School with a planned programme of liaison. 
Documentation is passed on, along with discussion, for all pupils with SEND.
Inclusion

The school seeks to remove any barriers to learning and participation that could hinder or exclude pupils with SEND, aiming to meet their needs in a positive and proactive way.  The LA’s Primary Inclusion Service supports the school in this.
The school is a single storey building with access for children with a physical disability.

Identification

The SEND Code of Practice defines Special Educational Needs as the following:

“A child or young person has SEN if they have a learning difficulty or disability which calls for special educational provision to be made for him or her.

A child of compulsory school age or a young person has a learning difficulty or disability if he or she: 
• has a significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of others of the same age, or 

• has a disability which prevents or hinders him or her from making use of facilities of a kind generally provided for others of the same age in mainstream schools or mainstream post-16 institutions”

 The Code of Practice divides SEND into four categories: 
· Communication and interaction (CI)
Children and young people with speech, language and communication needs (SLCN) have difficulty in communicating with others. This may be because they have difficulty saying what they want to, understanding what is being said to them or they do not understand or use social rules of communication. The profile for every child with SLCN is different and their needs may change over time. They may have difficulty with one, some or all of the different aspects of speech, language or social communication at different times of their lives. 

· Cognition and Learning (CL)
Support for learning difficulties may be required when children and young people learn at a slower pace than their peers, even with appropriate differentiation. Learning difficulties cover a wide range of needs, including moderate learning difficulties (MLD), severe learning difficulties (SLD), where children are likely to need support in all areas of the curriculum and associated difficulties with mobility and communication, through to profound and multiple learning difficulties (PMLD).

· Social, Emotional and Mental Health (SEMH)
Children and young people may experience a wide range of social and emotional difficulties which manifest themselves in many ways. These may include becoming withdrawn or isolated, as well as displaying challenging, disruptive or disturbing behaviour. 
· Sensory and/or Physical Needs (SP)
Some children and young people require special educational provision because they have a disability which prevents or hinders them from making use of the educational facilities generally provided. These difficulties can be age related and may fluctuate over time. Many children and young people with vision impairment (VI), hearing impairment (HI) or a multi-sensory impairment (MSI) will require specialist support and/or equipment to access their learning, or habituation support. 

Behaviour difficulties are often a result of underlying issues and do not necessarily mean that a child has a SEND and should not automatically lead to a pupil being registered as having SEND.
The school employs a Pastoral Manager (Mrs Murphy) whose job is to work with children, teaching staff, parents, carers and external agencies when an issue inside/ outside of school impacts negatively upon a child’s learning and general wellbeing. 
A Graduated Approach
At Great Moor we believe that every teacher is responsible and accountable for all pupils in their class wherever or with whomever the pupils are working (even where these pupils access support from TAs or specialist staff)

i.e. All teachers are teachers of children with special educational needs.

All members of staff, including the Governing Body, have responsibility for ensuring provision is made for children with SEND. 
The work in every class is based on a continuous cycle of assessing, planning, implementing and reviewing, which takes account of the wide range of abilities, aptitudes and interests of all the children. Those children whose overall attainments or attainment in specific subjects fall significantly outside the expected range may have special educational needs.
Managing Pupils’ Needs on the SEND register
Strategies are under taken by the school staff within the normal curriculum framework to give all pupils access to the curriculum including adaptations of classroom work, additional class support or additional support activities to conciliate classroom activities. This is described as Quality First Teaching (QFT).
Should a child be deemed to be not making significant progress, discussions between the class teacher, year group leader and SENCO will take place. It may be felt relevant to create a SEND support plan, that has smaller, more achievable targets that can be monitored over time. In addition to this, a referral may be required, which will be done in consultation with the parents.

At this point the child will be placed on the SEND register as requiring ‘additional to’ or ‘different from’ reasonable adjustments.

The school endeavours to ensure that the appropriate provision is made for any pupil who has been identified as having special educational needs.

Regular reviews of the appropriateness of the provision made are carried out, involving all those working with the child sharing their views and opinions of the child’s progress. The parents and child will be invited to contribute to this Assess – Do – Plan - Review process.
Children are identified by the term SEND support and may receive an Education Health and Care Plan (EHCP) should significant progress not be made.

The identification and support for pupils with SEND is decided and implemented by class teachers using a graduated response, in line with the recommendations of the Code of Practice 2015. The SENDCO has a supporting role in this.
Complaints Procedures

Complaints from parents of children with SEND concerning the provision made at the school are dealt with in the way of all complaints (please refer to Complaints Procedure).  Parents may also contact the Independent Advice and Support Service (IASS) and the Authority’s Disability Discrimination Policy for further advice of their own involvement and actions open to them.

In-Service Training

In-Service training for all staff is co-ordinated by the Headteacher in conjunction with the SENDCO and, where applicable, outside agencies.  Account is made of the overall priorities of the School Improvement Plan, the needs of individual members of staff, which are regularly reviewed, and the needs of the children staff are working with.
Parents

In line with the Code of Practice, parents of a child with SEND will be kept informed and encouraged to be involved at all stages. They will be invited to termly reviews and asked to contribute to any plans written. The SEND school Information report is available for parents on the school website as well as a link to the Local Authority Offer. 
Transition

Meetings are held between teachers from different Key Stages to ensure a smooth transition for all pupils and our Year 2 – Year 3 transition offer can be found on our website.
External Agencies

Teachers and facilities from outside the school including links with the support services for SEND are utilised according to the specific needs of the individual children and based on the Local Offer provided by the local authority.
Confidentiality
Master copies of all documentation pertaining to a child’s SEND are stored centrally, and all staff working with children with SEND is made aware of the need for confidentiality regarding whatever they see, hear or read about a child.
