Spellings will 

be stuck in at the start of each half term (an 

electronic copy will also be sent via school 

spider) and spellings will be tested each 

Friday with scores written in the blue 

spellings book. Any circled spellings indicate 

words that your child found tricky to spell so 

any extra help with learning these would be 

much appreciated.  

Reading 

Reading is so important 

throughout school and we ask 

please can you read with your 

child each night, even if it is 

just 5 minutes to start with. 

Children can keep a record of 

the books they are reading in 

their school reading diary. 

Reading books are changed 

every Thursday and your child 

will receive 2 books for the 

week.   

Please can you ensure 

reading books are in school 

bags every day as they may 

be called to read 1:1 on any 

day.

Please can you ensure blue 

spelling books are in school 

each Friday so that spelling 

test results can be shared
