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Out of his great love for us, God created us fo be happy with him
forever. The blessings in this Sunday’s Gospel, which promise true,
lasting happiness, are taken from Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount and
are known as the Beatitudes.

To be gentle and o mourn means to share the sorrows of others
and help them. To hunger and thirst for what is right, and to

be prepared to be persecuted for it, needs courage and good
judgement. ‘Meek’ really means un-pompous, genvine.
