His neighbours and
people who earlier had seen him begging said, “Isn’t
this the man who used to sit and beg?” Some said,
“Yes, it is the same one.” Others said, "No, he only
looks like him.” The man himself said, “I am the man.”
Some of the Pharisees did not believe that Jesus had
healed him and they drove him away. Jesus heard
about this and when he found the man he said to
him, “Do you believe in the Son of Man?” “Sir,” the
man replied, “tell me who he is so that | may believe
in him.” Jesus said, “You are looking at him; he is
speaking to you.” The man said, “Lord, | believe,”
and he worshipped Jesus.
