PARENTS EVENING

Important Note on Scheduling 
To ensure we can accommodate everyone, please be aware that different classes may have different 
scheduled dates. Not all sessions will take place on the same day. 
Action Required: Please check our Key Dates calendar to find the specific evening(s) assigned to your child’s 
class. 
Booking: Once the window opens on School Spider, slots are available on a first-come, first-served basis. 
 

SNACK 
As you will all be aware Rossmore is a Healthy School, being holders of the Healthy 
Schools Award. I must therefore remind you that only healthy snacks will be permitted 
during playtime. Please do not send your children into school with chocolate bars, 
biscuits, cake or crisps for playtime. Contents of lunch boxes are at parents discretion 
but will only be eaten during lunchtime and not at any other time of the day. 

 
 
 
FREE SCHOOL MEALS 
We want to ensure that every student has access to all the opportunities our school provides. If you think 
your child might be eligible for Free School Meals (FSM), we strongly encourage you to apply even if your 
child prefers to bring a packed lunch. 
Why apply? 
It isn’t just about the food! If your child is registered for FSM, the school receives additional funding to support 
their education. This often allows us to provide: 
 
Discounted School Trips: Significant support toward the cost of educational visits and residential trips. 
 
How to check eligibility 
The process is confidential and straightforward. Most families qualify if they receive certain benefits, such as 
Universal Credit (within specific income thresholds), Income Support, or Child Tax Credit.
