SWIMMING
By now, everyone should have received their child's swimming group assignment. If you have any questions
or are unsure about your child's schedule, please reach out directly to their class teacher.

To help the sessions run smoothly, please ensure your child is prepared with the following:

@ The Swimming Kit N
On their designated swimming days, please send your child with a bag containing:
A towel
A swimming costume (one-piece suits for girls; trunks or shorts for boys)

A swimming cap — Please be aware that swimming caps are a requirement for pool entry.
While we do keep a small number of spare caps on hand, our supply is very limited. To ensure your child
doesn't miss out on their lesson, please make sure they have their own cap in their kit.

1. Please Note: If a child does not have a swimming cap and we are unable to provide a spare, they will
unfortunately not be able to enter the pool for that session.

. What to Wear to School

To make changing easier, children should wear their PE kits to school on the days they have swimming.

Top Tip for Early Sessions: If your child is in the first lesson of the day, please have them wear
their swimming costume underneath their PE kit. This helps us get into the pool quickly and maximize their
lesson time!
