History – The history of Chester Zoo
We will:
Begin to investigate what Chester Zoo is like today using a variety of sources.
 Look at how Chester Zoo has changed and developed over time.
Look at the influence George Mottershead has had on Chester zoo.
Investigate how the zoo has changed within living memory. 
Geography - Study of the local area.
We will:
Look at maps looking into the 4 compass points and some simple symbols.
Look at the importance of our addresses and postcode.
Investigate the features of our school grounds.
Look into the human and physical features in the local area. 


Science - Animals (including humans)
We will:
· Identify and label external human body parts.
· Know the 5 human senses and recognise which body parts are linked to these.
· Name and identify the features of mammals, birds, reptiles, amphibians and fish.
· Group animals according to their diet (carnivores, herbivores and omnivores).
· Explore animals in their natural habitats and learn to care for them.

Design Technology - Mechanisms
We will:
· Create a moving picture based on a storybook.
· Explore, select and create their own sliders and levers to create movement within their picture.

Phonics/ Spellings

In June the children will be given a statutory phonics screening check.
