Science – Materials

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Literacy 
This term we will be ensuring we have mastered letter formation, heights and placement on the line as well as the KS1 high frequency spellings. The books we will be reading and working from will be Somebody Swallowed Stanley and Goldilocks and Just The One Bear.  The children will give well-structured descriptions, explanations and narratives and make inferences on the basis of what is being said and done.  The children will change the meaning of verbs and adjectives by adding the prefix un- and join words and clauses using and.  They will continue to punctuate sentences using a capital letter and a full stop, question mark or exclamation mark.  We will continue to add suffixes to verbs where no change is needed to the root e.g. –ed, -er, -ing, -est.
Reading
We will be using our new scheme of reading books from Read Write Inc.  These books will link to our reading, phonics, writing and spelling and the children will be sent home books that they have been reading in school.  They will be able to read these books and we will give ideas on how you can continue to supports your child’s reading at home.

Welcome back parents and children. I hope you enjoyed the Spring break. We are going to have a wonderful, sunny summer term in school.  The children have come back full of energy and ready to finish Year 1 on a high! 

Summer Term information:

Uniform – We are all hoping that the weather gets warmer and the sun begins to shine daily! Children will need to make sure they are dressed appropriately for the weather. We will be trying to get outside as much as possible. Children will need hats and suncream on brighter, sunny days. If possible, please apply suncream before the school day. Please make sure all clothing is named, especially jumpers! 

P.E - PE for Year 1 will take place on Tuesday and Friday. All P.E this term will be outside (weather permitting), please ensure they have a named PE Kit in a named bag which should include the following: t-shirt, joggers/leggings, shorts on warmer days, a sports hoodie or fleece and a suitable pair of trainers. This could be with an adult or a sibling. Please record any reading your child does. The phonics screening check will take place in the week beginning 8th June. There is no need to share this with the children. They will be used to reading real and nonsense words with us in a 1:1 situation and it will not feel like a ‘test’ to them.

Homework - Homework will continue to be sent out on Fridays, along with new reading books. All homework is there to support and consolidate school learning. Please continue to return your homework and school books every Thursday so that we can have their new books prepared to be sent out on Friday.
