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[image: rcpslogo]P.E.  This term pupils will be given the opportunity to go swimming and to learn the skills of tennis and archery.
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In History, in line with our theme for this term (The Great Plague of 1665) we will study life in London in the 17th century, the causes of the plague and how it spread, how the plague was dealt with and it’s consequences and the role of the Great Fire of London in 1666

In Geography we will be learning about what constitutes rubbish and how we can help the environment by recycling the things can be recycled and what can be made from these recycled goods.

In Art we will learn how to rotate and translate different images and explore printmaking skills.

In DT we will be working on decorating small, cardboard bird boxes (for ornamental use only!) to sell at the Christmas Sparkle. We will also make Christmas crafts and chocolates and biscuits.


To develop our reading, writing and communication skills, we will be working on: 
· Handwriting and letter formation
· Individualised reading
· Signs pertaining to all of the key vocabulary in the stories and texts studied.
· Sentence structure and punctuation.
We will also study some classic fairy tales.
To develop our mathematical skills, we will be focusing on: 
· Place value, number and counting skills
· Calculations
· Shape
· Money
· Measurement

In R.E. we will be learning about Christianity. During the first half term we will learn about Jesus and whether sacrifice is an important part of religious life. In the second half term we will learn about God and how a Christian’s life can be guided by the Bible.

In PSHE, throughout this term we will focus on the theme of ‘Self-Awareness’ which will encompass the following areas: things we are good at, kind and unkind behaviours, playing and working together, families and getting on with others.




In Computing this term we will be learning about technology in the real world, media and content and online safety.
