-The first ancient societies built cities, invented forms of writing, learned to make pottery and use metals, tamed animals for human use, and created complex social structures.
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	-The ancient Greeks were the first to create a democracy. 
-Athenian society was based on trade, valued art and culture -Athens was  ruled under a form of democracy.
-Spartan society was a militant society whose economy was based on farming and conquering.
-The Greeks were defeated by the Romans at the Battle of Corinth. 



	Democracy:
-In ancient Athens, citizens would gather together on a Pnyx. Here they would decide the city’s laws and who should sit on its ruling council. 
-All  citizens were men. 
-Women and enslaved people didn't get a say. 
-Punishments included death.
- Citizens could  vote to get rid of people they disliked.
