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We’re Going on a Leaf Hunt 
‘Wow!’ said the Owl

This term we will continue to tune in and respond to the pictures or the words in simple stories. We will begin to ask questions about the books we share and make comments and share our own ideas. We will add some marks to drawings, and begin to give meaning to them. We will also begin to make marks to represent our name. 

In phonics we will:
*continue to learn to recite nursery rhymes, using actions to help support our recall 
*hear the same initial sound for words and names of objects beginning with the sounds s,a,t,p,i,n
*begin to blend CVC words using oral blending

	We will be learning to:
*take part in finger rhymes with numbers. 

*develop fast recognition of up to 3 objects, without having to count them individually (‘subitising’).

*continue to talk about and explore 2D shapes ~ square, triangle and circle. 

*talk about and identify the patterns around them using informal language like ‘pointy’, ‘spotty’, ‘blobs’ etc.

	We will continue to explore and make sense of who we are ~ we will discuss the family celebrations that we have experienced.

We will explore and respond to different natural phenomena found on an autumn walk ~ we will go on a leaf hunt around the school grounds. 

We will continue to discuss seasonal change through our daily weather watcher and observations in the outdoor learning environment and discuss suitable clothing to wear when accessing the outdoor provision to match the weather.  

We learn about different celebrations ~ bonfire night, Diwali, birthdays and Christmas. We will share our own experiences of these celebrations and look at how others celebrate them too. 
 
	We will use dabbers, sticks, peg and pom poms to explore paint to make marks that express our ideas and thoughts. 

We will learn about the artist Jackson Pollock and produce our art work inspired by his splatter painting technique. 

Through our music sessions, we will explore a range of sound makers and instruments and play them in different ways.
 
We will begin to develop pretend play, pretending that one object represents another ~ ‘its not a stick it’s a…’

We will explore and manipulate clay to create our own Diwali divas. We will learn how to mould soft clay and we will observe what happens when clay hardens.
