	Science – Evolution and Inheritance

	*Read and write numbers up to 7-digits.
*Multiply and divide by 10, 100 and 1000.
*Multiply numbers with decimal places by whole numbers.
*Name, classify and identify properties of quadrilaterals; understand what an angle is and that it is measured in degrees; know the angles of 2d shapes and use these facts to calculate missing angles; recognise and identify the properties of circles and name their parts.
*Solve addition and subtraction of 7-digit numbers using written column addition.
*Identity common factors and common multiples. *Solve long division to divide 3- and 4-digit numbers by 2-digit numbers, giving remainders as a fraction, simplifying where possible.
	Investigate how living things have changed over time and that fossils provide evidence about living things that inhabited the Earth millions of years ago. Learn how characteristics are passed from parents to their offspring. Examine how variation in offspring over time can make animals more or less able to survive in particular environments. Identify how animals and plants are adapted to suit their environment and that adaptation may lead to evolution. Research the work of paleontologists including Mary Anning and Charles Darwin.

*Iinvestigate the attitudes and expectations of different groups of people at St. Peter’s Field and detail the sequence of events that led to the massacre.

	*Learn about the history of Gustav Klimt’s artwork and explore elements of his Golden Period. 
*Use photographic portraits to create different images inspired by Adele Bloch Bauer.
