	Maths
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Using these texts, we will be writing simple sentences with capital letters and full stops. The children will write character descriptions, instructions and letters.



	We will be learning to…
· Make teen numbers (10 and some 1s).
· Compare and order numbers to 20, then 30.
· Understand and use ordinal numbers.
· Number bonds to 5, 6, 7 and 10 and use addition facts to solve subtractions.
· Use number facts for 5, 6 and 10 to solve word problems.
· Describe position and direction; compare lengths and heights; estimate, compare and measure.
· Add 1, 2 and 3 by counting on.
· Subtract 1, 2, 3 or more by counting back.
· Begin to add three small numbers by spotting bonds to 10 or doubles (1-6).
· Recognise coins and know values (up to £2) and begin to make amounts in pence.
