English
This half term, Year 4 will explore The Mousehole Cat, developing descriptive writing using expanded noun phrases, rich vocabulary and key grammar. Children will build from sentences to paragraphs, leading to writing their own narrative.
Painting: Imagined Environments
How can colour create atmosphere in paintings?
Children will learn how colour can create mood and atmosphere in paintings. They will explore how artists design imagined environments, using colour, layering and composition.
By the end of the unit, pupils will create their own atmospheric landscape painting.

Science – Data collection, habitats and deforestation
This half term, pupils will learn to collect, analyse and interpret data, and draw conclusions. They will study living things and their habitats, use classification keys for animals and plants, and explore human impacts on habitats, including deforestation.

﻿﻿﻿﻿﻿﻿In PE, children will develop 
dodging, throwing, rolling, and aiming skills through creative tag and target games, applying these in team activities with a focus on accuracy and control. They build cooperation by sharing ideas, working together, and evaluating games.
Spanish
This term, children will build their Spanish skills by taking part in simple conversations, expanding their vocabulary, understanding familiar texts, and speaking clearly in sentences with improving pronunciation.
History
Pupils explore how Accrington changed from rural to industrial, why industry grew, and how jobs and daily life were affected. They learn to explain these changes and why they are important to local history.
Maths
This half term, the children will be learning about decimals, moving from tenths (fractions to decimals, place value and number lines) and dividing by 10, to hundredths (fractions linked to money and time, then decimals and place value) and dividing by 100.
