Year 5 - Key Information
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What happens when?
We have three PE sessions a week. These sessions are identified as below. As always, please ensure all kit is clearly named and in school. Please also put a spare pair of socks in your child’s PE bag in case of wet weather. A hoodie is recommended for outdoor sessions as we will be doing PE in all weathers! Snacks & Water
As you are aware, we have achieved our healthy schools award and as such have a healthy food focus. Please encourage your child to bring a piece of fruit in from home as a healthy snack and a filled water bottle every day.  Children are encouraged to take their water bottle into the classroom but it should only contain water (no energy drinks, fizzy or flavoured water allowed).
Class Dojo
If you are not connected to our Class Dojo page please ask for your parent code.  It is a great way for me to share with you your child’s achievements as well as giving you an insight into life in class through class story.
Homework Diaries
It is vital that the children use their homework diaries to record the homework tasks.  Children should also record when they have read either to themselves or to an adult.  Parents must sign it every week! 
Children must keep their homework diary up to date as this will support them with their transition into high school. It needs to be in school every day. 
 
Supporting at home
We value the support you provide to your child particularly in promoting a good, positive attitude towards learning.  In supporting your child academically, we request that you ensure they complete their homework and you sign their journal and ensure it is in school every day.   Year 5 homework is defined below and will be added to as the year progresses.
 
Spellings & Times Tables 
 Children will be set spellings on Spelling Shed weekly and they must complete 10/10 games over the week in preparation for a quiz the following Friday. Year 5 children MUST read daily at home as well as complete 10 minutes on TT Rockstars a minimum of 3 times a week.

Reading
Reading every day is extremely valuable in ensuring your child is constantly practising and reinforcing their key skills in phonics as well as gaining fluency and confidence. Children who read regularly at home make the most progress.    Your child will take part in a reading comprehension session every week. Children are assessed on objectives such as comprehension, fluency, awareness and use of punctuation. Your child will be taught new reading skills and will be given opportunities to apply them to their reading.
