Class Four Curriculum Letter Spring Term 2026
Dear Parents and Carers,
Topic
This half term our topic is ‘Who was Mr. Darwin? / Ancient Greeks’ Within the topic we will be looking at the most important parts of Charles Darwin’s Life including many historical aspects. We will also be studying the Geography of his journey to the Galapagos Islands. In the second half term we will be turning our attention to study The Greeks.  
English
We will be focussing our English on the book ‘The Hound of the Baskervilles’. The children will write many different genres all linking to the texts. 
Reading
I cannot stress enough the importance of regular reading. If the children read regularly this will benefit them in all areas of the curriculum and improve their vocabulary hugely. I would still suggest listening to the children read aloud 3 to 4 times a week if possible. 
Maths
This term in maths we will be looking at multiplication and division with focus on the written methods, fractions, percentages, algebra, angles and shape and position and direction. 
Science
Our science unit will be Evolution and Inheritance. The children will be learning about how living things have changed over time and that fossils provide information about living things that inhabited the Earth millions of years ago. They will also be learning about that living things produce offspring of the same kind, but normally offspring vary and are not identical to their parents. The children will also identify how animals and plants are adapted to suit their environment in different ways and that adaptation may lead to evolution.
PE
We will be doing PE every week so children need their kits in school at all times. PE this term is Tennis, Dodgeball and Gymnastics with Charlie from Hartford school of Gymnastics. The children are welcome to bring in clothing suitable for Gymnastics.
