Use the headings:
Name, appearance, habitat, and movement.
	Make a minibeast hotel or a butterfly garden.
	Go outdoors or into your garden and keep an eye out for different mini beasts you spot. Can you create a tally chart to show your findings?
Challenge: Put your results onto a block diagram.

	Write some descriptive sentences about minibeasts. Try to use at least one adjective in every sentence. You could include an adverb too. 
E.g. The beautiful butterfly fluttered quickly around the small, green garden. 
	Collect pebbles and paint them to make them look like different mini beasts. You could hide them in your local area to brighten peoples’ day. 
	Find out about the life cycle of a frog and a butterfly. 
Can you draw what happens?

	Create a poem about a minibeast. This could be an acrostic poem. 
	Find a minibeast in its natural habitat and draw or paint a picture of it. You could use sketching pencils, paints, crayons, felt tip pens or chalks. 
	Find out the meaning of the words: amphibians, reptiles, mammals, birds, and fish. 
Can you think of some examples for each one?
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
