Class Four Curriculum Letter Summer Term 2026
Dear Parents and Carers,
Topic
This term our topic is ‘The Maya’. Within the topic we will be looking at various important parts of Maya life including many historical aspects. We will also be studying the Geography of Mid and South America. 
English
We will be focussing our English on the book ‘The lost book of Adventure’. The children will write many different genres all linking to the text. 
Reading
I cannot stress enough the importance of regular reading. If the children read regularly this will benefit them in all areas of the curriculum and improve their vocabulary hugely. I would still suggest listening to the children read aloud 3 to 4 times a week.
Maths
This term in maths we will be looking at measurement, decimals, ratio, fractions, percentages, algebra, angles and shape and position and direction. We will also be consolidating some of the earlier maths units taught. 
Science
Our science units will be Earth and Space and Animals including Humans. The children will be learning about the movement of the Earth and the Moon and how the Earth’s rotation causes night and day. After half term the children will be focussing on the human body identifying circulatory systems and functions of the heart, blood vessels and blood.
PE
We will be doing PE every week so children need their kits in school at all times. Our PE this term will be Cricket and Rounders.  
Homework
The children have now been given a new homework menu covering many aspects of the curriculum linking to our topic. I look forward to celebrating the children’s efforts in class at the end of term. There is also a copy of this on the class page.
