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Dear Parents and Carers,

Welcome back! I hope that everyone enjoyed the Easter break. I am looking forward to the busy upcoming term.

Topic
This term, we will be exploring the question ‘Why do people choose to settle in the UK?’ This will involve studying the impact the Anglo-Saxon and Viking communities have had on Britain. The topic will be taught through many areas of the curriculum including History, Art, Literacy and Design and Technology.

Reading
Reading is an essential skill. Therefore, it is very important to read regularly as reading builds vocabulary, aids writing and benefits all aspects of the curriculum.

English
In English, we will be studying the text ‘Egyptology’ by Dugald Steer. We will use the book as a stimulus to write our own mystery narratives and a secret diary. ‘We will also be using ‘Into the Forest’ by Anthony Browne to aid us to write a lost narrative and a newspaper report.

Maths
This term in Numeracy, we will be looking at decimals, time, shape, space and measures (including area, perimeter, mass and capacity). This will include looking at written methods, reasoning and problem solving. It is important that the children practice their times tables, up to and including 12x12. Good resources for this include ‘Hit the Button’, ‘Times Table Rockstars’ and ‘Multiplication check’. 

Science
In science, we will be investigating animals including humans. This will include constructing and interpreting a variety of food chains, identifying producers, predators and prey, identifying the different types of teeth in humans and their simple functions, studying how animals including humans make their own food and get nutrition from what they eat.

PE
We will be doing P.E every week this term so the children need to have a P.E kit in school at all times. The children will be able to bring their kit back at half term for it to be washed.

Homework
Thank you for the amazing homework that was completed last half term! A new homework menu has been created, linking different aspects of the curriculum to our topic. The children should choose at least one task to complete to the best of their ability. I look forward to seeing and celebrating the high standard of work the children are sure to produce at the end of this term. Maths questions will also be given out on a Monday to be marked the following Monday morning.
