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We will be completing our unit on Electricity: 
· Designing and making a useful circuit. 
· Applying our learning to make predictions and suggest improvements. 

We will then be doing Living Things and their Habitats: 
· Classification of micro-organisms, plants and animals. 

English: 
This term will be very important for revision. 
· In comprehension we will be focusing on a range of reading skills. 
· In writing we will continue our Y6 assessment pieces across a range of different texts. 
· In SPaG we will be covering a range of topics as shown on the information sheet on our class webpage.  
· We will also be finishing Goodnight Mister Tom. 


Maths: 
This term will be very important for revision. The key areas we will be working on are: 
· Arithmetic skills.
· Calculating with fractions, decimals and percentages.
· Deciding whether to use mental or written methods.
· Accuracy and efficiency of written methods.
· Reasoning. 
· 
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We will be analysing, designing and creating our own board games. 

We will also be doing food technology with Mrs Tatham.  


Art: 
Our topic is Movement: 
We will be learning about how different artists portray movement through their work. 
We will also be studying the human form and exploring with different media.

Music: 

We will be learning about jazz music. Looking at the style indicators of the genre and composing using standard notation. 

Geography: 
We will be learning about St Lucia:

· Location 
· Physical geography (e.g. coastal features)

History:
