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We will be completing our learning about Plants and then moving on to Humans and Other Animals. This will be done through a range of investigations, where we will learn the importance of ensuring the test is fair. 


Spelling and Times tables
We will be practising the Year 3 Words from EdShed and learning our 9s and 11 x tables. There will be weekly tests. The children can use the Edshed website (logins in RRacetrack books) to practice. 



Geography
We will be investigating our local area! We will also be studying OS maps and considering similarities and differences of areas.

(P.E.)
One of our P.E. sessions will be focused on rounders and athletics. Our other sessions will be focusing on competition and  throwing and jumping.

History 
We will be continuing to learn about the Ancient Egyptians and why they were such a  successful civilisation. We will consider their rituals, how Egypt changed over time, the importance of the pharaohs and how some of their inventions are still used today.

DT We will be preparing food hygienically with Mrs Tatham for a parent to attend afternoon tea, produced by the children. We will also be learning different cuts with sharp knives and how food is grown, reared, caught and processed when making soup.

Computing
We will use Scratch to design and write programs, using sequence, selection, and repetition, working with variables and forms of input and output. The unit My Digital Life will improve  knowledge of the risks of their online lives and develop skills when using services.


Music
We will be focusing on performance – as a group and independently. We will be playing the glockenspiel, learning a small number of notes and how to accompany a piece of music!

Art
We will be observing facial features to compile portraits. We will be deepening our understanding of the colour wheel to produce tones of colour that can be used to paint the finished pieces
Religious Education (R.E.)
We will be continuing to look at Eid, Easter, Christmas and Diwali and extend our learning to explore, ‘Why festivals are important to religious communities?’

French
Our French topics will be looking at vocab around the topics of ice cream and fruit. We will be learning to read, speak and spell. We will be listening to other French stories and learning some finger rhymes in French too!
