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We will be moving onto our new set text (which we are keeping as a surprise!) As part of this, we will be recapping:

Similes
Co-ordinating conjunctions
Subordinating conjunctions
Commas in a list
Cursive handwriting 
We will continue to work through our best fit rules for spelling and using suffixes.
History
In history, we’re going to continue our learning about what makes a great explorer, why people explore and the impact some explorers had on the world and us. We will then focus on the question ‘Who is Manchester’s Greatest History Maker?’ 

Mathematics
This term, we will be recapping the 4 calculations and applying our skills to solve problems. We will also continue to deepen our understanding of how basic number facts can be applied across different areas within maths. We will then be looking at measures, position/direction and shape work in more depth.
Science
In science, we will be finishing our ‘Plants’ unit. We will be learning about what seeds need to germinate and what plants need to survive. We will then move onto our ‘Animals and their Habitats’ unit, looking at a range of habitats and microhabitats. 
Art
Our new unit is called ‘Pattern and Printmaking’. We will explore lots of different patterns around us and use various techniques to create our own patterns, including printing.  
Computing
In computing, we will be focusing on information technology to create a document that contains formatted texts and images. 
PE
In PE, we will be focusing on ‘Dodging’ and then ‘Games for Understanding’.
