He was born on 1st November 1887 in Stretford, Lancashire.

His family moved to the industrial town of Pendlebury in 1909.

He attended the Manchester School of Art and then Salford Royal Technical
College.

Lowry's paintings often feature industrial Pendlebury and they captured
scenes of urban life in industrial England.

His landscapes are of ten populated by unrealistic 'matchstick men' figures.
