	Listen to other people’s talk with interest, but can easily be distracted by other things.
Around the age of 2, can the child understand many more words than they can say – between 200-500 words?
Around the age of 2, can the child understand simple questions and instructions like: “Where’s your hat?” or “What’s the boy in the picture doing?” 
Towards their second birthday, can the child use up to 50 words?
Is the child beginning to put two or three words together: “more milk”?
Towards their third birthday, can the child use around 300 words? These words include descriptive language.
Find ways to calm themselves, through being calmed and comforted by their key person.
Find ways of managing transitions, for example from their parents to their key person.
Thrive as they develop self-assurance. Gradually gain control of their whole body through continual practice of large movements, such as waving, kicking, rolling, crawling and walking. Fit themselves into spaces, like tunnels, dens and large boxes, and move around in them.
Enjoy song and rhymes, tuning in and paying attention. Join in with songs and rhymes, copying sounds, rhythms, tunes and tempo.
Say some of the words in songs and rhymes.
React to changes of amount in a group of up to three items.
Explore paint. Using fingers and other parts of their bodies as well brushes and other tools.
Explore and respond to different natural phenomena in their setting and on trips.

	Go to a local duck pond, taking some different food to feed the ducks (seeds, bread, pellets etc)

Consistent and predictable routines, with flexibility provided to help support the children.
Support children to find their own ways of managing angry feelings. Encourage going to a calm space, listening to a story and having a cuddle.
	I know that when I am angry or upset, I can go into the dark den and have a cuddle and listen to a story to calm me down.
	Share the session’s routine visually and then explain it. 
Refer to it throughout the day, reminding children of what is coming next.
Social stories and showing children that when they are angry or sad, they go into the dark den for a cuddle and story. Reassure and praise children for making this choice or coming into the den with an adult when they need to.
