	Sound and Music skills
When teaching songs to children be aware of your own pitch (high/low). Children’s voices are higher than adult voices. When supporting children to develop their singing voice use a limited pitch range. For example, ‘Rain rain’ uses a smaller pitch (high/low) range than many traditional nursery rhymes. Children’s singing voices and their ability to control them is developing. Encourage them to use their ‘singing’ voice: when asked to sing loudly, children often shout.

	Lesson 2 – I can use my ‘singing’ voice when joining in at rhyme time.
	Sing ‘Five Little Gingerbread men – teacher to model the pitch of the rhyme using gingerbread man pictures, involving children when singing. Children to then join in altogether to sing the song.

	Show children the front cover of our focus story ‘The Gingerbread Man’ – discuss the gingerbread man and the different features that he has, eg, eyes, nose, mouth, buttons, etc.

	Lesson 4 - I can act out the story ‘Little Red Riding Hood’ with my peers, taking on the role of a character from the story.
	Walk through the story ‘Little Red Riding Hood’ and talk about the different characters in the story. Teacher to model changing their voice to match the different characters, children to have a go. 
When accessing the role play area teacher to led play initially asking the children who they are going to be, model a scene from the story. Children to explore taking on characters with their peers exploring different known stories.
