I can learn new words about water including pouring, heavy, bucket, rain, empty, full.
	Sing together ‘Jack and Jill.’

Have rhyme baskets with items for each rhyme for children to choose from and play with e.g. Incy Wincy Spider basket – spider, pipe, sun picture, rain picture.
	I can copy circular movements with different tools, making circles and swirls.

I can play with a rhyme basket, retelling the rhyme and playing with the props. I can use new vocabulary linked to these rhyme baskets.
	Model making circles and swirls, saying ‘round and round’ when mark making. Use chalks, paint brushes and water, chunky pens, pencils and crayons.
Model how to use a rhyme basket for previously learnt rhymes.  Retell the rhyme and use the props to retell and play out the rhyme. Encourage children to use during choosing time.
