Reception Newsletter Autumn Term 2


Topic and Language


Over the past few weeks the children have been learning about Bonfire Night and Remembrance Day. They have explored the significance of these events through various activities, including creating firework-inspired artwork and reflecting on the importance of remembrance. For the remainder of this half term our topic is Traditional Tales and we will be focussing on the stories Goldilocks and the Three Bears and The Three Little Pigs. Throughout this topic the children will engage in a range of activities designed to explore the themes, characters, and lessons in these stories. Activities include retelling and reordering the stories, writing about the characters feelings, creating artwork, and building structures inspired by the tales.


Maths


In Maths we are continuing to focus on reading and writing numbers. The children have been practising to recite numbers both forwards and backwards, from different starting points and also recalling one more and one less than a given number. As we progress, we will build on these skills and move towards adding two groups of objects together, introducing early concepts of addition.
