Goostrey Playing Fields : Annual Fun Day 
The second annual Fun Day will be held at the pavilion and playing fields at Boothbed Lane, Goostrey 
(CW4 8NB) on Sunday 9 August when teams will entertain the crowds by taking part in a series of sporting 
activities in a round robin format. 
We need 12 teams of six to sign up to play: Pickleball, Tennis, Target football (kick a ball on to a target on 
the ground), Volleyball, Table Tennis and a combination of sack race, egg ’n’ spoon and some extra fun at 
the end.  To enter a team of six friends, neighbours or colleagues that can be single sex or mixed. Just go 
to the Goostrey Playing Fields website to register. There is a £50 entry per team with all proceeds going 
towards the upkeep of the Booth Bed Lane facility. 
 The Fun Day, which is totally free for spectators, will enable villagers of all ages to try for themselves the 
full arrange of sports that are on offer throughout the year at the pavilion and playing fields.  There will be 
on-going demonstrations of a wide range of sports and activities, including bowls; tennis; football; table 
tennis and pickleball. All equipment such as racquets and balls will be freely available at no cost. There will 
also be a range of activities designed for younger children. 
 The event will be supported by Bidlea Dairy who will bring their ice cream kiosk, the Cheshire Dough Com-
pany with their pizza oven and there will also be cold drinks and cakes available, along with various stands 
and stalls. 
 The event starts at 1.00pm and there is no need to pre-book, just turn up and play/watch. Parking spaces 
are limited so please consider walking or cycling there - remember there is a pedestrian gate just past 
Woodside Cottage so there is no need to walk all the way along Booth Bed Lane to the main entrance. 
Look out for the posters around the village for more details. 
  
Goostrey Playing Fields: Matinee to Midnight 
 
On Saturday 5 September there will be the first film day / evening called Matinee to Midnight. The films 
have yet to be confirmed but they will be box office hits that will be ’themed’ for anyone that wants to dress 
up. 
The children’s matinee film will start at 14:00 (tickets £5 each for adult or child) with the grown-ups’ film 
beginning at 18:00 (tickets £10 each). This is an outdoor event, so bring your own blankets, chairs 
etc.  Again, all the usual food & drink stalls will be there. 
 
Jason Lynch, Chair of the VHPFF, said: “These two fun events are designed to showcase the sporting fa-
cilities that are available on our doorstep. The new astroturf courts are as good as any in the area and all 
our other facilities are top-notch.” 
 The playing fields and pavilion are owned and run by the Goostrey Village Hall and Playing Fields Founda-
tion (Goostrey VHPFF) on behalf of all those who live in Goostrey and surrounding villages.

ABSENCE REQUESTS ( ATTENDANCE POLICY WTH FURTHER DETAILS IS ON THE SCHOOL WEBSITE) 
Frequently asked questions about holiday requests in term time. 
Am I entitled to take my child out of school for a family holiday?  
ÿ No. Parents have a legal duty to ensure that their children attend school or the alternative provision on a regular 
basis  
ÿ The Education Act 1996 makes it a criminal offence for a parent to “fail to secure their child’s regular attendance 
at the school”  
ÿ The School Attendance (Pupil Registration) (England) Regulations 2024 make clear that Head Teachers may not 
grant any leave of absence (holiday) during term time unless there are exceptional circumstances  

ÿ The Head Teacher and Governing Board will determine what the exceptional circumstances are examples are in 
the Attendance Policy on the school website. 
If we decide to take a holiday during term time what should we do? 
ÿ The parent/carer with whom the child resides must apply in writing to the school  
ÿ The letter/application must explain the exceptional circumstance surrounding the request for the leave of ab-
sence—In  some sensitive / personal cases it may be appropriate for the parent to explain the need for absence  
verbally with the headteacher.  
What will the school do then?  
ÿ The Head Teacher will determine whether the exceptional circumstance ruling applies, if not the application will be 
declined—this will be on a case by case basis 
o Only the Headteacher (or the Deputy) has the power to approve leave of absence applications. When making the 
decision the protocols and criteria laid down in the school’s attendance policy will be followed.  
o Our weekly newsletter informs parents that they may receive a Fixed Penalty Notice if their child has  
unauthorised absences in term time  
ÿ You will receive a written response from the Headteacher (or the Deputy) letting you know if your application has 
been approved  
ÿ If the holiday goes ahead after the application has been declined the absence will be recorded as unauthorised  

Penalty Notices may be issued for Term time leave:  
Penalty Notice fines may be issued for term time leave of 5 or more consecutive days. 
10 Sessions of Unauthorised absence in a rolling 10 week period: A Penalty Notice may be considered when 
there have been 10 sessions of unauthorised absences in a 10 week period. 
However, we retain the discretion to issue a Penalty Notice before the threshold is met. For example, where parents 
are deliberately avoiding the national threshold by taking several term time holidays below the above thresholds. 
Per Parent/Per Child 
Penalty Notice fines will continue to be issued per parent per child. For example: 3 siblings absent for term time 
leave, would result in each parent receiving 3 separate fines. 
First Offence 
The first time a Penalty Notice is issued for term time leave or irregular school attendance the fine will be charged at: 
£160 per parent, per child if paid within 28 days of the issue, reducing to £80 per parent, per child if paid within 21 
days. (Unpaid penalty notices may result in a parental prosecution) 
Second Offence 
Where it is deemed appropriate to issue a second penalty notice to the same parent for the same pupil within 3 
years of the first penalty notice, for either term time leave or irregular attendance the second penalty notice will be 
charged at: £160 if paid within 28 days. (Unpaid penalty notices may result in a parental prosecution) 
Third Offence 
On the third time that an offence is committed within 3 years of the first penalty notice for either a term time leave or 
irregular attendance a penalty notice will not be issued. The case may proceed to Parental Prosecution under the 
Single Justice Procedure. If found guilty of the offence of ‘Failure to send a child to  school’ the Magistrates can     
impose a fine up to £1000 or legal proceedings under Section444 (1a) can include a fine of up to £2500 

Regular attendance is legally defined as attending every session of every day that a school is open.  It 
means consistent, daily attendance rather than just "sufficiently frequent" attendance, with exceptions only 
for authorised absences like illness or prior school permission.  
Impact of Attendance: 

95% is the benchmark for good attendance, however 95% Attendance represents approximately 2 weeks of 

missed school, which can impact learning.  90% Attendance: Represents 19 days (4 weeks) of missed school.   

Persistent Absence: Missing 10% or more of school is generally considered persistent absence, which significantly 

affects academic achievement.  

IF A FAMILY GOES ON HOLIDAY IN TERM TIME SCHOOL WILL NOT PROVIDE ANY WORK FOR THE    
PUPILS.  TIME OUT OF SCHOOL, FOR A HOLIDAY WILL RESULT IN THE CHILD/REN MISSING TEACHING 
AND LEARNING AND THEY MAY FIND IT  
CHALLENGING TO CATCH UP WITH THEIR PEERS ON THEIR RETURN.

The Cheshire East Consultation Service (ChECS) is the ‘front door’ for access to    
services, support and advice for children and their families.   

General public 
Phone  ChECS on 0300 123 5012 (option 3) Callers will be directed to a Unit          
Coordinator who will ask if the concerns are early help or safeguarding. You will then 
be directed to either Practitioner Support Officer for Early Help requests for support or 
a Social Worker ( ChECS ) for safeguarding concerns. The worker will gather your   
information and advise you of the next steps. 

If you need to contact someone out of hours and you believe it to be an emergency 
that can't wait, please call our Emergency Duty Team on 0300 123 5022.
