Sixth Form 2 
Class Rationale
The Sixth Form is based in the upper school building near to the main Park Lane School. Sixth form is currently split into two groups .The sixth form 2 class consists of 10 students. Within the group, three students are in their third year, two are in their second year and four are in their first year. One student has Profound and Multiple Learning Difficulties and requires specialist seating within the class. She has access to equipment to enable her to stand safely, a walker and will access mats on the floor to enable her to complete her physiotherapy exercises. She also has a hydrotherapy session once a week. This student follows a personalised timetable to suit her sensory, communication and physical needs. She also has access to music therapy. 
Another pupil with high sensory needs also accesses a personalised timetable and will spend some of the time outside the classroom environment to ensure his sensory needs are met. 

All of the students are taught using a total communication approach. Where appropriate, students use communication books, visual aids and objects of reference. A great deal of importance is placed on the student’s development of personal and social skills and we strive to encourage and help them to develop as much independence as possible. Some students within the class have ‘Positive Behaviour Support Plans’ and staff follow the guidelines within these plans. 

Park Lane Sixth Form have access to the top floor of the building, which consists of a life skills suite where students learn to manage a home, art room , DT suite where they can cook their own meals and a common room for recreation, break times and an opportunity to socialise.
Four teaching assistants work together as part of a team and all take turns working with all the students to ensure they develop flexibility rather than becoming reliant on one person. 
The sixth form students follow a structured timetable covering a Life Skills based curriculum, working towards an ASDAN Entry Level 1 qualification - Personal Progress. We work on areas such as daily living skills, key skills, leisure & recreation, vocational studies, personal, social, health & citizenship education and Art & Craft. Students also access the lesson ‘So Safe’ where they can learn about their own personal safety. Two pupils are working towards an ELC Entry level certificate, Maths AQA and English OCR. The students are out of the classroom during the week to access this. 
Students are encouraged to be as independent as possible in every session, for example finding all their own equipment for sessions, making their own snacks and for some, transitioning independently between the two buildings. Students access the community regularly for walks, shopping, and work experience. All activities are overseen by the 6th form staff and some of the students targets are taken from the Personal Progress qualification and are specific to their individual needs. 
Some students access Work Experience sessions within the community and school. This is part of the school’s preparing for adulthood rite of passage to build upon independence and employability. Student’s personal progress and achievement is recognised at the end of the week through stars being given for positive work and progress.
Reading Pathways are embedded throughout the curriculum. Each student is working on an individual pathway and this is embedded throughout the sessions, for example the mornings workshop, creating and reading shopping lists for ‘Shop Cook and Eat’, evidencing their work for their ASDAN portfolios and within Key skills sessions and PSHCE. 
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
