Summer Term One
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Subject What we will be learning about
‘Our Favourite Two' stories this half term will be:
- Blue Monster Wants It All
- Shark at the Park
Our core texts for structured storytime sessions are:
- The Body Book
English - Funny Bones

- Oliver’s Vegetables
- The Very Hungry Caterpillar
- The Extraordinary Gardener

We will continue our phonics learning journey in Read Write Inc this
half-term, reviewing phonemes we already know and learning new
sounds. This half-term, our focus will be learning to blend simple CVC
words through blending and reading activities.

We are continually working hard on our pencil control and letter
formation.

Maths
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We will learn about the following concepts in maths this half term:
- Touch counting
- Using 5 frames
- Comparing time (earlier/ later)
- Numbers beyond 10
- Number patterns

This half-term, we will be starting out ‘Egg Box Maths’ sessions; working
with ten frames to represent numbers up to 10 in different ways.

Communication

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We will be building the children’s vocabulary through stories, non-fiction
books and rhymes, as well as through vocabulary-building games and
description games.

We will be learning new vocabulary linked to our different structured
storytime sessions. If your child comes home wearing a sticker saying
‘Ask Me About...; this will be a challenge linked to our new vocabulary. It
would be great if you could encourage them to use their new vocabulary
and have them explain to you what it's all about.

If you
have any questions about this, let me know and | would be more than happy to
model a short activity for you.
