Welcome back. 

We have a busy half term leading up to Easter  

 

Our topic for the next half term will be Spring and Easter. 

  

We will be reading Cinderella, how to look after your dinosaur, when a dragon goes to school, Little red riding hood and the 

boy and the bear.  

 In maths we will be subitising and counting to 6, recognising numerals, mass - lighter and heavier, capacity – full and empty 

and looking at tall, long and short.  

 

In phonics we will be continuing with Phase 1 with the children. We are concentrating on rhyme and alliteration eg I spy an 

object that begins with s.  snake (hearing that first sound). 

 

Reading is extremely important and lots of stories read to your child is vital. Please read daily to your child and encourage 

them to join in and talk about the pictures.
