Theme: Exploring "The Three Little Pigs," Spring Activities, Number Bonds up to 10, Waterproof Experiments, and Easter

Literacy:

1. Read "The Three Little Pigs":

Science:

Test different materials (e.g., paper, fabric, plastic) to see which ones
repel water and which ones absorb it.

e  Fill a container with water and gather various objects from around the house. Predict whether each object will sink or float, then test your
predictions and observe the results.
