Aims and Objectives of this policy

Rationale 
At Winnington Park Primary and Nursery School, we believe that learning at home is an important part of good educational provision. We believe that through providing a purposeful and organised homework programme, we can develop an effective partnership with parents and carers and involve them directly in their children’s education, sharing achievement and progress. We believe that quality homework not only supports learning in the classroom but also helps to develop successful, independent learning skills and fosters a lifelong positive attitude to learning in our children.
What is meant by homework?
Homework is any work, or activities, which pupils are asked to do outside lesson time, either on their own or with parents or carers.


Aims
· Ensure consistency of approach throughout our school
· Enhance and reinforce work and learning at our school 
· Help children to develop independent learning strategies 
· Improve the quality and range of learning experiences offered to children
· Work with parents to develop a shared understanding of the value of homework and how they can support their children with tasks set
· Provide opportunities for parents, children and school to work in partnership
· Provide opportunities for parents and children to enjoy learning experiences together
· Prepare children in Year 6 for secondary transfer

Homework Objectives 

All tasks should:
· Give plenty of opportunities for children to succeed
· Be enjoyable
· Be adapted to match the children’s needs 
· Where appropriate, help to develop social as well as academic skills
· Be manageable for teachers and parents
· Not deprive the children of their vital playtime and enjoyment of other interests

Homework makes the greatest contribution when:

· Children, parents or carers are very clear about what they need to do
· Parents or carers are treated as partners in their child's learning
· Homework tasks are carefully planned and structured to support progression in learning, as 
part of the school’s schemes of work
· There is a regular programme so that teachers, children and parents or guardians know what 
to expect each week
· Children and parents receive feedback on their work
· There is firm leadership, and a team approach, to ensure consistent practice
· The homework policy is regularly monitored and evaluated to check that it supports the 
child's learning in the best possible way

Roles 

The Headteacher

The Headteacher is responsible for the implementation of this policy in a consistent and coherent manner throughout the school. They are also responsible for monitoring and evaluating the effectiveness of the policy, and for ensuring that the policy is reviewed on an annual basis. They are further responsible for communicating the policy to Parents, Carers and Governors.

The Class Teacher

The class teacher is responsible for ensuring that the demands of homework are manageable 
and rewarding for pupils. They should also be aware that they are manageable for Parents and 
Carers on a day-to-day basis. They are responsible for establishing a regular pattern each week and detailing these activities in their planning. They are responsible for giving appropriate feedback, (including feedback through class work or tests, or through discussion and comments on work).  

The Parent or Carer:

Parents or Carers are responsible for:
· Providing a suitable place in which their children can complete homework
· Being actively involved in the homework
· Encouraging and praising their children when it has been completed
· Making it clear that they value homework and support the school in explaining how it can help their child's learning

The Child:
The child is responsible for:
· Understanding the value of homework
· Understanding and adhering to the expectations of the school 
· Understanding the necessity to work with their Parents or Carers
· To always give of their best and complete work on time.

Homework summary:

	Early Years Foundation Stage

Homework will largely consist of regular reading with parents; sharing books together and listening to others reading. In Reception, pupils will take home a book which matches their phonic ability as well as a book to read for pleasure with their families. Reading Diaries should be signed a minimum of 4 times a week.

	Children choose their own book to bring home which they share with adults and are changed regularly.

	Children will be given a phonics sheet weekly; this will be linked to the sound they have been learning in school that week.
	The pupils will take home a book which matches their phonic ability as well as a book to read for pleasure with their families. The phonics book should be read out loud to an adult three times before change the book is changed to develop fluency.
Reading Diaries should be signed a minimum of 4 times a week. 



	Key Stage 1
In Key Stage 1, regular reading with parents continues to play a vital part in home earning. Pupils will take a book home which is matched to their phonic ability to ready with their families. 
Pupils will be given a spelling overview every half term with spellings and phonics rules to learn each week. Pupils will be tested every Friday on these spellings.
Pupils will be set weekly Maths homework which will focus on key number skills such as number bonds and times tables. Homework learning is revisited through class activities and group work – the children’s learning is not tested through quizzes. In Year 1, this will begin in the Summer term and in Year 2 it will begin in Autumn.

	In the Summer term number facts and counting activities will be sent home to consolidate the learning in Maths lessons.
Homework learning is revisited through class activities and group work
The children’s learning is not tested through quizzes. 
	Children will be given 4 words to learn and will be tested on these words weekly. 
	The pupils will take home two books which match their phonic ability as well as a book to read for pleasure with their families. 
The phonics book should be read out loud to an adult three times before change the book is changed to develop fluency.
Children should be practising their reading every day and Reading Diaries should be signed a minimum of 4 times a week. 

	Y2
	Number facts are sent home each half term, with a weekly focus.
A number facts quiz to test children’s knowledge and understanding is held each week. 
In the Autumn term, the number facts are number bonds, doubles and halves.
Later in the year the focus is on multiplication facts relating to the 2, 5 and 10 multiplication tables. 
	Children will be given 8 words to learn and will be tested on 4 of these words (selected randomly by the class teacher) weekly.
During the Autumn term, teachers will read the spelling words aloud for the children to write down. 
Starting in the Spring term, teachers will dictate a sentence which includes a spelling word and children will write this sentence down. Only the spelling word will be marked for accuracy.
	The pupils will take home two books which match their phonic ability as well as a book to read for pleasure with their families. 
The phonics book should be read out loud to an adult three times before change the book is changed to develop fluency.
When ready, as the children move through Year 2 they will stop bringing home phonics practice books and begin reading books appropriate to their ability.
Children should be practising their reading every day and Reading Diaries should be signed a minimum of 4 times a week. 





	Key Stage 2
In Key Stage 2, regular home reading remains vital and should be a daily activity for all children with a minimum of four signatures in reading diaries each week. 
Maths homework will be set which focuses on times tables and number facts. Children will complete a weekly maths quiz to check their understanding, the content of these quizzes will be relevant to their year group.
 Pupils will also be given a spelling overview every half term with spelling rules to learn each week. Pupils will be tested every Friday on these spellings.

	Y3
	Multiplication facts are sent home half termly for children to learn.
In Year 3, the focus is on the three, four and eight times tables.
Children will complete a weekly multiplication quiz to check their understanding.
 
	Children will be given 10 words to learn and will be tested on 5 of these words (selected randomly by the class teacher) weekly.
During the spelling test, teachers will dictate a sentence which includes a spelling word and children will write this sentence down. Only the spelling word will be marked for accuracy. 
	Children choose their own reading books linked to their reading ability (colour band) which will be regularly checked by their class teacher.  
Children are welcome to take an additional book home to read for pleasure with their families.
Regular reading to and with parents is essential if sustainable progress is to be made.
Reading Diaries should be signed a minimum of 4 times a week. 

	Y4
	Multiplication facts are sent home half termly for children to learn.
In Year 4, the focus is on introducing the six, seven, nine, eleven and twelve times tables, resulting in children knowing their times tales up to 12x12. 
Children will complete a weekly multiplication quiz to check their understanding.

	Children will be given 10 words to learn and will be tested on 5 of these words (selected randomly by the class teacher) weekly.

During the spelling test, teachers will dictate a sentence which includes a spelling word and children will write this sentence down. Only the spelling word will be marked for accuracy.
	Children choose their own reading books linked to their reading ability (colour band) which will be regularly checked by their class teacher.  As the year progresses, some children will no longer take a colour banded book as they become ‘free readers’ and will choose their own book to read for pleasure.
Children are welcome to take an additional book home to read for pleasure with their families.
Regular reading to and with parents is essential if sustainable progress is to be made.
Reading Diaries should be signed a minimum of 4 times a week.


	Y5
	Multiplication facts are sent home half termly for children to learn.
Children will complete a weekly multiplication quiz to check their understanding.
In the Summer term arithmetic activities practising basic skills will be set weekly to be returned to school and shared in class
	Children will be given 10 words to learn and will be tested on 6 of these words (selected randomly by the class teacher) weekly.

During the spelling test, teachers will dictate a sentence which includes a spelling word and children will write this sentence down. Only the spelling word will be marked for accuracy.

	Children choose their own reading books. Some children will choose a colour banded book, most will be choosing a book to read for pleasure. If children are choosing colour banded books, they are also encouraged to choose a different book to read for pleasure with their families. 
Regular reading to and with parents is essential if sustainable progress is to be made.
Reading Diaries should be signed a minimum of 4 times a week.

	Y6
	Children will complete a weekly multiplication and division quiz to check their understanding.
Arithmetic practice activities will be sent home weekly and children will be expected to return these completed activities to school.



	Children will be given 10 words to learn and will be tested on 6 of these words (selected randomly by the class teacher) weekly.

During the spelling test, teachers will dictate a sentence which includes a spelling word and children will write this sentence down. Only the spelling word will be marked for accuracy.

	Regular reading to and with parents is essential if sustainable progress is to be made.
Reading Diaries should be signed a minimum of 4 times a week.

	
	In Year 6, from the Spring term, pupils will be provided with CGP SATs Booster books (Reading, Maths, SPAG) to complete in preparation for SATs. 
This homework will be a set on a Friday and will be due in for the following Friday. The class teachers will mark the homework with the children to inform planning and support for pupils.












Meeting the needs of individual children 
[bookmark: _GoBack]All homework should be appropriate to the needs of the children with tasks being adapted to meet the needs of individuals where needed. Higher attaining children should be challenged and extended by the tasks; other children may need to reinforce their skills, but still feel challenged. Children with additional needs will have work appropriately matched to their ability but similar to the work being completed by the rest of the class.
Types of homework
The main focus throughout the whole school will be on English and Maths. The homework should provide the children with an opportunity to develop the skills of independent learning, develop their reading skills and their love of reading, improve their spellings and to practise previously learnt maths/number skills. 
Failing to do homework 
It is expected that all children will do the homework set. If a child fails to do their homework they may be requested to complete it in school at break time or lunchtime. Parents or Carers will be informed of this if it is a regular problem.
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
