On Thursday 6th October, CtK celebrated national poetry 
day across school. Children in all year groups listened to 
poems read to them by their teachers and famous poets 
online. Our theme this year was performance poetry and 
the children were encouraged to think about how they 
read poems aloud to audiences. In year 1 and 2 the 
children read poems including Ning Nang Nong and The 
Storyteller. They rehearsed and performed them and 
teachers recorded the performances for parents and 
other year groups to watch. In year 3, the children 
created poems as a whole class and performed them 
together, even adding actions to go with the words. Year 2 
were lucky enough to watch the class performances that 
day!  

Year 4, 5 and 6 wrote their own poems during the day. 
Their poems focused on themes of friendship and space, 
and some were inspired by kenning poems. On Friday 
afternoon, children performed their poems to a large 
audience in a special KS2 poetry performance assembly.

We appreciate family life is very busy but we would like to give you some ideas 
and inspiration to get your children reading and enjoying it.  

1) Make sure there is time set aside for reading. This does not have to be in the 
evening before bed, you can change where your child reads each day to keep them 
engaged and enjoying reading. 

2) Make it fun – take it in turns to read with your child so that they can enjoy 
reading and listening to you read too. At the end of the book or chapter, you could 
do a fun activity for example; change the ending, rate the book out of 5 stars. 

3) Children can read a variety of texts they do not just have to be storybooks. If 
you have been on a day trip at the weekend and picked up a leaflet you could read 
that together, or perhaps a magazine about their favourite sport.
