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Homework Policy
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Homework Policy
At St Aidan’s CE Primary School we believe homework helps children build good learning habits, reinforces classroom learning, and supports strong home–school partnerships. Our homework expectations are designed to be manageable, consistent, and meaningful.
Homework Expectations
1. Reading (at least 3 times per week)
· Children should read at home a minimum of three times per week.
· This can be reading to an adult, shared reading, or independent reading (depending on age and ability).
· Reading should be recorded in the child’s reading record and signed by an adult.
2. Spellings
· Weekly spelling lists will be sent home.
· Children are expected to practice their spellings regularly in preparation for a weekly spelling check/test.
3. Times Tables
· Children should practice their times tables regularly using Times Table Rock Stars (TTRS).
· Children in KS1 use Numbots to practice their maths skills.
· This supports fluency and recall of multiplication and division facts, which are vital for maths progress.
Additional Homework
Occasionally, teachers may set additional tasks linked to class topics, writing, or project work. These will be explained clearly and given with enough time for completion.
Parental Support
We encourage parents and carers to:
· Take an active interest in their child’s homework.
· Provide a quiet space and routine time for completing tasks.
· Praise effort and celebrate progress.
Monitoring
· Homework will be monitored weekly by class teachers.
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
