Prepositional Phrases

Another way to create an expanded noun phrase is to add a prepositional phrase.
A prepositional phrase usually includes a preposition, a noun or pronoun and may
include an adjective

By using these to expand noun phrases, further information can be added and the
writing can be made more efficient.

Example: 79 mam sat on the beach. He was wearing a red hat.

This can be made more succinct by expanding the noun phrase (ds3smitnar and memr)
with a prepestifona] plvass:
