Expressive Arts and Design
Use an old sock to create a puppet.

Physical Development
Create an obstacle course! Encourage the children 
to use movements such as crawling, jumping, 
balancing.
Reiterate the positional language
as they complete the obstacle
course
'You're going over,  you're going
over. You're going under, you're
going under.'
