We will read the story 
during class novel time and explore the book in our reading lessons.

We will be writing diary entries and letters in role as the children in the story. We will 

develop our persuasive writing skills and write an advert for Argentina. 

In art lessons, we will learn

to use Lino cutting tools 
accurately and carefully. 
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In PE lessons, we will develop our gymnastics skills with Soccer Stars. We will work on our golf skills too .

In Music lessons, we will combine rhythmic cycles in a percussion. 

In S cience lessons, we will learn about light. We will We will learn how light travels, how we see objects and how 
light is refracted. We will also carry out experiments with prisms. 

In PSHE, we will discuss aspirations. We will set goals and identify the steps needed to achieve them .
  

In C omputing, we will learn about data and how whole numbers are used as the basis for representing all types of 
data in digital systems. 

In RE, we will discuss the question ‘ How did Jesus create a ‘New Covenant’ and what does that mean to Christians 
today?
