PE

· Give clear, simple accounts of what Bible texts (such as the story of Ma hew the tax collector) mean to Chris ans. 
· Recognise that Jesus gives instructions to people about how to behave.
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Art / DT               
We are doing Art, Sculpture and 3D: Paper play.
We will be learning:
· To roll paper to make 3D structures.
· To shape paper to make a 3D drawing.
· To apply paper- shaping skills to make an imaginative sculpture. 
· To apply painting skills when working in 3D. 



PSHE             
This term the children will be learning about Health and Wellbeing.

· Breathing exercises to relax.
· How to understand strengths and set achievable goals. 
· Strategies to help overcome barriers or manage difficult emotions.

· How to look after our teeth. 
Computing              
This term the children will be learning about computing systems and networks. 
We will be learning:
· What a computer is by identifying and learning how input and outputs work.
· To develop touch typing skills and create a digital piece of writing. 

Maths                      
This term the children will be learning Addition and Subtraction and Shape. 
We will be learning:
· Add/ subtract 2- digit numbers across a 10.
· Mixed addition and subtraction.
· Missing number problems. 
· Recognise 2D and 3D shapes.
· To count sides and vertices on 2D shapes.
· To county faces, edges and vertices on 3D shapes. 


Music                     
This term the children will be learning how events, actions and feelings within stories can be represented by pitch, dynamics and tempo.
