Teaching Approaches


We use a variety of teaching and learning styles in our history lessons. We use whole-class teaching methods and combine these with enquiry-based research activities. Children are encouraged to ask as well as answer historical enquiry questions. We offer the opportunity to use a variety of artefacts and pictures, videos and songs. 








Planning


The Kapow scheme of work is used as the tool to teach the National Curriculum in History. Teachers aim to ensure that all children are able to achieve the objectives of the national curriculum.


We have planned the topics in history so that they build upon prior learning. We ensure that there are opportunities for children of all abilities to develop their skills and knowledge in each unit and we also build progression into the history scheme of work.

Assessment


We assess children’s work in history through observations, marking, feedback and assessment in class. These assessments inform the teachers’ planning for future lessons. At the end of a unit of work, the teacher makes a judgment about the children’s achievements. Assessments may take the form of a practical activity, a quiz or a written assessment. The teacher records these assessments to inform reports to parents and the next teacher.
