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Adaptive Teaching Ideas for MFL

· Word banks / sentence frames.
· Pre-teach vocabulary.
· Refer to knowledge organisers / visuals.
· Modelled sentences, children repeat (could be in different voices).
· Hand gestures / actions.
· Talking in mixed ability groups to encourage and practise.
· Use displays to refer to.
· Use songs / rhymes (multi-sensory activities).
· Reduce language load – fewer words / simpler sentences.
· Model pronunciation carefully and keep repeating.
· Use real objects / digital tools.
· Storybooks / pictures.
· Dual language labels in classroom.
· Praise and reward for effort / participation.
· Simon says game.
· Sentence stems / sentence builders.
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
